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Application for Personal Leave from the SpR Programme

Training Committee will consider applications at different stages in training provided Leave will not impair the quality of training.  A maximum of one year's leave may be taken during the 5 year SpR rotation and a maximum of 6 months leave may be taken during SpR Years 4/5.
